IOPC Reviews

The IOPC will be the review body on complaints that meet 
certain criteria, including mandatory referral criteria (see 
page 16)
When a complaint is referred to the IOPC, the IOPC 
automatically becomes the review body.
There has been a significant backlog in the number of 
reviews handled by the IOPC which means the average 
durations are typically longer than those on reviews where 
the relevant review body is the local policing body



The force should refer certain matters to the IOPC for the IOPC to decide how they should be handled. The figures presented in this section include all referrals that the force makes to the IOPC (received), not just those arising from 
complaints.

When the IOPC receives a referral from the force, it reviews the information they have provided. The IOPC decides whether the matter requires an investigation, and the type of investigation. 
Referrals may have been completed in a different period to when they were received. 
A referral may be made invalid if the matter does not fall within the IOPC’s remit
The sum of decisions may not match the number of referrals completed. This is because some matters referred may have come to the attention of the appropriate authority before 1 February 2020 and have investigation type decisions of 
either managed or supervised.

- Complaint cases and allegations with invalid start/end dates have been removed from average time calculations. Therefore, the numbers of complaint cases and allegations used in the average time 
calculations may be lower than the total number of complaint cases and allegations logged or finalised.

- The data is sourced from live case management systems and provides a snapshot of information as it was at that time. Therefore, there may be variances between the information in this bulletin and 
information reported at a later date.
